	   

Frequently Asked Questions about ANT’s Giving Program

Q.  Why doesn’t ANT charge enough to cover operating expenses?
A.  ANT is committed to providing life-transforming services with the help of professional experienced riding instructors, counselor, and our amazing therapy herd.  We offer this at a  cost subsidized through our fundraising efforts, allowing participants from a diverse range of backgrounds to participate in our programs.

Q.  What are the goals for annual operating support?
A.  Full Participation.  While monetary goals will be set as a specific benchmark, overall participation will remain the ultimate goal.  No gift is too small, so we encourage everyone—board members, participant’s families, participants, volunteers and friends –to give what they can.

Q.  What is the difference between operating support and a capital campaign?
A.  Annual operating gifts are solicited and given every year to help fund our current programs.  Capital campaign gifts are generally larger- usually made over a 3 year period, and fund long term projects such as endowment and new construction.

Q.  How much does ANT expect me to give?
A.  We hope that each family can find a way to participate, at a level that is comfortable and appropriate for them.  ANT appreciates every gift at any level.

Q.  Can I give online?
A.  You can visit our partner site, Network for Good. There, you'll be asked to create a profile, and then you'll be able to donate online to Animals as Natural Therapy by credit card, debit card, check (requires your bank's routing and account numbers), or personal PayPal account.

Q.  What about my company’s matching gift program?
A.  Many companies match gifts.  To find out if your employer will match your gift to ANT, check with your personnel office.  Obtain the proper form and send it to the ANT office along with your gift.  Our development team will secure a matching gift.
